Register by: Nov. 6th for the Dec. test; Jan. 5th for the Feb. test; Mar. 5th for the April test; May 
7th for the June test.  
 
SAT Dates: Dec. 5, 2009; Jan. 23, 2010; March 13; May 1; June 5th  
June 6, 2009  Register by:Oct. 30th for Dec. test; Dec. 15th for Jan. test; Feb. 4th for Mar. test;
